SURFACE PREPARATION

methods. Repair all cracks, holes, and other surface imperfections with 
a suitable patching material. Repaired surfaces should then be sanded, 
cleaned, and spot-primed with a suitable primer or sealer. Glossy surfaces 
should be dulled to provide a roughened surface for good adhesion.
